The program also critically explores Al,
deepfakes, bias and the role of technology in shaping memory and
democratic debate.

Young people aged 16-26 from Gorlitz-Zgorzelec, Germany, Poland, Italy
and Ukraine who are interested in history, media, politics, memory
culture or creative digital work.
